هذه الرواية تبين طبيعة الحياة التقليدية في مجتمع (Igbo) الافريقي الذي يقطن احدي المقاطعات النيجيرية تعرف باسم (Umuofia). تميزت هذه العشيرة بالقوة و القسوة في حروباتها مع العشائر الاخري حيث كانوا يهابونها جميعاً. كانت حياتهم بسيطة يسيطر عليها قادة العشائر(clansmen) بالاضافة الي الاعراف (customs) و التقاليد و الكثير من الخرافات وعبادة الاصنام و تعدد الالهات. و كانوا يعتمدون علي الزراعة حيث كانوا ينتجون زيت النخيل الذي يريده الاوروبيون. و استمرت الحياة هكذا حتي قَدِمَ الاوربيون بهدف الاستعمار و نشر المسيحية فمنهم من انجذب الي الدِين الجديد و منهم من تمسك بدِين الاباء و هذا يماثل في كثيرٍ من الظروف ما حَدَثَ في جزيرة العرب عند فجر الاسلام حيث واجه المسلمون الاوائل مقاومة شرسة من اقرب الاقربين عبدة الاصنام الي ان قضي الدِين الجديد علي كل الاصنام التي كانت تُعْبَدْ. و من الخُرافات، ايمانهم بان الهة الارض (Earth Goddess) لها القدرة علي حماية المحاصيل الزراعية، كذلك من عاداتهم ان المرأة اذا انجبت توائِم فعليها ان تلقي بهم في غابة الشر (Evil Forest) لان التوائم يُجْلِبُونَ الحظَ السيئ لوالديهم. و كانت قمة الصراع عندما جاء الاوربيون و اخبروهم ان هذه الممارسات خاطئة. 

هذه الرواية تحوي جميع عناصر القصة الجيدة حيث تبدأ بتصاعد الاحداث (rising action) و ذلك بنفي بطل القصة (Okonkwo) ذو الشخصية و المكانة القوية الي قرية اخري لمدة سبع سنوات كعقوبة حسب العُرْفْ لقتله ولدين (Ikemefuna) و ابن احد اصدقائه اثناء مأتم والده. 

و يبدأ الصراع (climax) عندما عاد (Okonkwo) الي قريته بعد سبع سنوات و بعد فوات الاوان قد تغير الكثير. فقد ترك العديد من العشيرة دِينْ الاباء و دخلوا الدِين الجديد (المسيحية) وانصاعوا حكومة البيض و عملوا بالتجارة التي جاءت معها حيث جاء المبشرون وشيدوا كنائس و اقاموا اسواقاً و بسطوا حُكْمهمْ و حاولوا تغيير طريقة حياة و سلوك المجتمع. و لم يعد اي شخص يهتم بشخصية (Okonkwo)  كما كان في السابق بطلاً في اعين الجميع. كما ان ابنه قد تحول الي المسيحية. كذلك تم سجنه مع قادة اخرين لحرقهم الكنيسة و منزل احد المرتدين (converter) الي المسيحية. عندها احس (Okonkwo) بالغضب الشديد و في اجتماعٍ للعشيرة قام بقتل احد المبعوثين من قبل الحاكم البريطاني الذي امرهم بفض الاجتماع.  

ثم تكون نهاية القصة (falling action) عندما قام (Okonkwo) بشنق نفسه لعلمه ان عشيرته لم تعد قوية كما كانت في السابق  لصد البيض عن ممارساتهم وتسببهم في تشتت شمل العشيرة و انحلال قيم و اعراف و تقاليد المجتمع (Things Fall Apart) (عنوان الرواية) و لعلمه انهم، اي البريطانيون سوف يقتلونه ان قبضوا عليه حياً، فضل ان ينتحر و يموت بشرف حسب اعتقاده بدلاً من ان يعذب و يقتل علي يد البيض. انها نهاية تراجيدية لبطل القصة (Okonkwo).
